¨ Each member may submit up to THREE entries (in each category). 
¨ The maximum length for each poem is 50 lines. 
¨ The maximum length for each short fiction is 2,500 words. 
¨ There is no thematic restriction on entry to the competition.  
¨ Two hard copies of  submission to be provided.  
¨ Receipt of  entries will be acknowledged, but it is the responsibility of  the entrant to ensure 

that entries have been received. 
¨ Times New Roman 12 pt font to be used for entries. Short fiction entries to be double-

spaced.  
¨ Entries must not have won any other competition or prize, been previously published 

(including in a previous version) or be under consideration elsewhere. (Note: publication 
includes blogs, websites or on-line literary journals. )  

¨ Note: To ensure fairness in the adjudication, your name must not appear on your work. 
¨ Attach a completed entry form as a cover sheet for each separate category. 
¨ No work will be returned, so please retain a copy. 
¨ The judges’ decisions will be final and no correspondence will be entered into.  
¨ The committee reserves the right to exclude any entry that it believes does not meet these 

guidelines. 
¨ The judge is not required to give individual feedback on submissions. 
¨ Winners will be announced at the OOTA AGM.
